The Mass Explained: Liturgy of the Eucharist Continued

After we proclaim the Mystery of Faith, we hear how that
Eucharist unites the whole Church with Jesus Christ. This is
through the action of the Holy Spirit which promises to deepen
the union with each other and the Lord that was forged at our
Baptism.

Next we hear the priest praying a series of intercessions
which remind us that where ever we are and no matter how
many people are present, we are in communion with the entire
Church. Recently, | met a Navy veteran who told me about his
experiences during World War Il. Each day, the priest chaplain
would offer the sacrifice of the Mass on the deck of the ship.
One morning, the man found himself alone in the congregation
because the other Catholics were on patrol. Yet, the man told
me that he knew he was never closer to his fellow soldiers than
at that Mass - kneeling alone in front of a makeshift altar and
praying for them.

No Mass - no matter if the priest is celebrating Mass alone
or in front of millions, is an exclusive community event. It
always brings us into one with all of the living and the dead of
the Church throughout the world. In the first Eucharistic Prayer
we pray‘in union with the whole Churbbt.we also mention
by name our Holy Father, Pope Benedict and our Bishop
Salvatore because heavy burdens are placed on their shoulders.
They deserve our prayers in a particular way and we are
reminded that we must always profess our faith and celebrate
the sacraments in union with them. To be legitimate, each Mass
presupposes a union among the faithful and with the bishop,
the pope and the universal Church. The Church, the Mass and
our Faith are not something that can be made, but only
received. The bishop and the pope guarantee their authenticity.

The Eucharistic prayer began with words of thanks and
praise. Now it ends with a prayer of praise and adoration to
God called the Doxology (meaning “word of praise”). The
priest elevates the Body and Blood of Christ, presenting them
to the Father with the word3hrough Him, with Him, in Him, in
the unity of the Holy Spirfthe”'Him’ we are referring to is
Jesus. We sédhirough Hinfecause no one comes to the Father
except through Jesus (John 14w6th Him”because we are
children of God and co-heirs with Jesus;‘iandim” because
Jesus saywhoever eats My flesh and drinks My blood lives in Me, and
I in himJohn 6:56).

There is only one fitting response for such great “words of
praise.” That response is called the “Great Amen.” It is
important because the Eucharistic prayer that has made our
Lord present and offered Him to the Father is truly great!
Remember, we said that Amen means ‘so be it.’ St. Augustine
called the Great Amen ‘the people’s signature’ which is placed
at the end of this most important document. Many times, we
are quick to sign a document without fully reading it. We must
not let this happen to us in the Mass. As the priest holds the
Body and Blood of Jesus up for you to see, remember how
Mary held her Son’s body after the crucifixion. It is the same
Jesus that we now behold and are preparing to receive!
