A Sunday of God’s Mercy

The celebration of Christ's resurrection is commemorated in
the life of the Church over the entire course of the Easter season
(encompassing 50 days from Easter Sunday to Pentecost). In a
special way, the first eight days (octave) of Easter recall this central
mystery of our faith. They have been called “one great Sunday” as
we recall the great goodness God has shown to us by Jesus’
passion, death and resurrection. The second Sunday of Easter (in
this marvelous octave) is called Divine Mercy Sunday.

In the great Jubilee year of 2000, Pope John Paul I
proclaimed to the world th&tom now on throughout the Church, the
Second Sunday of Easter will be called Divine Mersy Sunday.”
proclaimed these words at the canonization Mass of St. Faustina
Kowalska who, through a series of Church-approved visions,
articulated a way to meditate on the infinite mercy of God (i.e. the
Chaplet of Divine Mercy and veneration of the Image of Divine
Mercy). In the turbulent and tumultuous times in which we live,
our world has a deep need for imploring God’s mercy - and
reminding ourselves that His mercy is always available to us if we
would only seek it.

The Feast focuses on God’s mercy as an event which is
continued throughout salvation history and His loving plan to have
mercy on all! (Romans 11:32.) It is a feast with three distinct
dimensions, each emphasizing an aspect of the paschal mystery:
merciful love, atonement, and covenant.

God'’s Merciful Love The Triduum of Holy Week, along with
the entire Easter season, focuses on various aspects of the paschal
mystery. Holy Thursday celebrates the washing of the feet of the
disciples, ordination to the priesthood, the institution of the
Eucharist, and the last discourse of Our Lord promising the
sending of the Holy Spirit. These celebrations collectively display
the depth of God’s merciful love.

A Day of Atonementlt is a day of forgiveness of sins for
those who approach the Eucharist and the Sacrament of
Reconciliation. Like the Day of Atonement in the Old Testament,-
all sins and punishment are washed away in His infinite mercy. The
focus of this paschal event is on God’s mercy for us sinners and
His free gift to those who turn to Him with trust. Interestingly
enough, the texts of the liturgy focuses on the forgiveness of sins
and mercy.

The Covenant of MercylIn the early church, the newly
baptized wore white robes until the ‘Sunday in White’ the octave
day of Easter, symbolizing their innocence. St. Augustine calls
these days “days of mercy and pardon” and the Sunday “the
compendium of the days of mercy.” The Feast of Mercy once
again celebrates the white innocence we receive by the Covenant
of Mercy.

To encourage the faithful to participate in Divine Mercy
Sunday, plenary indulgengeanted to the faithful (under the usual
conditions of a sacramental confession, Eucharistic communion
and a prayer for the intentions of the Supreme Pontiff).

On Divine Mercy Sunday, a Holy Hour is planned at St.
Stephen’s Catholic Church in Winooski from 3-4 p.m. with the
Sacrament of Reconciliation available. All are welcome and
encouraged to attend. It is because of His mercy that we have
forgiveness of sin and new life as children of God. This is indeed
something that needs to be celebrated!
