Promoting Priestly and Religious Vocations

In recent weeks | have been asked to update the parish
about the discernment process and the vocations program in
the Diocese of Burlington. This week’s column is in response to
the first part of that request with a particular focus on raising
and fostering priestly and religious vocations within a parish and
a family. Next week we will talk about discerning a priestly or
religious vocation in Vermont.
On May 7, the Church throughout the world celebrated
Good Shepherd Sunday which is also dedicated as the World
Day of Prayer for Vocations. Our Holy Father, Pope Benedict
XVI reaffirmed thatit should never be doubted that Christ continues
to raise up men who, like the Apostles, leaving behind all other work,
dedicate themselves completely to the celebration of the sacred mysteries, to
the preaching of the Gospel and to the pastoral ministry.... | invite all the
faithful to nurture an intimate relationship with Christ, the Teacher and
Pastor of His peoplidliese beautiful words, he reminds us that
vocations are everybody’s business, not just a few who work in
the vocations office. In reality, no vocation director, however
talented, can foster vocations alone - especially apart from the
family.
Below are some practical tips for families and parishes
to help our young people discover their God-given vocations.

1) Pray for the childrenParents rightly pray unceasingly for their
children: for their health, well-being, and happiness. For these
goods to be realized in their fullness, it involves them discovering
and living out their vocation with courage. A vocation is a call
from God. Before the creation of the world, He calls each of us to
be in relationship with Him through a particular state in life. When
you pray for these blessings upon your children, pray also that they
will discover and say ‘yes’ to the means God chose for their
attainment. Be courageous to ask in prayer that they may be
blessed to be called to a priestly or consecrated life.

2) Help our young people to fall in love with Jesus Christ.
Every Christian vocation in life is a call to fall in love with God.
Love for God and His Divine Son through the Holy Spirit is the
only motivation that will be strong enough to impel our young
people to live their vocation with a pure intention. The world
simply has too many temptations and distractions. In your words
and actions, stay positive and refer to Jesus Christ and His Church
in a positive light because His promises cannot fail. Help them to
see the terrible events of the past which are coming to light now as
failures in this love, not as the norm. The absence of this should
cause us to love more ardently, not to give up the ideal Christ
continues to call us to.

3) Talk to the youth about the possibility.There is nothing

more powerful than having someone suggesting the possibility of a
religious vocation to you. In this year’s ordinand’s throughout the

country, over 80% indicate that a major motivation was someone
telling them they would be a great priest. Never, ever, push

religious life on them, but be aware that our silence on the matter
also speaks volumes. In family life, a lack of support or even

condemnation, can easily destroy a vocation. Like all things, it
must be presented to them in a spirit of freedom and love.
